Bracket Placement

¢ Measure 3" in from the ends of the headrail and mark the bracket
location on the mounting surface.

* Bracket placement is the same for inside and outside mounts.

Inside Mount Applications

The depth required for a fully recessed mount depends upon
the application.

NOTE: Add the dimension of obstructions such as window cranks or
handles to the minimum depth.

Depth Chart For Bracket Placement

Bracket Type Minimum Fully Recessed
3/8" Standard 1" 15/g"
3/4" Standard* 1" 23/g"

3/8" Swivel 1/2" 11/4"

3/4" Swivel* 1/2" 2"

*Double and Triple Honeycomb use 3/4" bracket.

Use one mounting screw to attach each installation bracket to the top
sill of the window opening.

The 3/4" swivel installation bracket has two holes in the bracket:
* Use the front hole if a 1" mounting depth is available.
* Use the rear hole if the mounting depth is between /2" and 1".

Spacer Blocks (Optional)

Each spacer block projects
brackets '/2" away from the
mounting surface.

* Mount spacer blocks with
the solid side facing the
mounting surface.

* Use two mounting screws.
Screws should be long enough
to secure the bracket to the mounting surface.

* Use a maximum of three spacer blocks per bracket.



Extension Brackets (Optional) ==

Extension brackets project installation
brackets up to 22" away from the
mounting surface. Allow additional
clearance for obstructions such as
window cranks or handles.

* Use pliers or, if necessary, a metal
saw to shorten extension brackets
at indentations.

¢ Use two screws.

* Align and level brackets with a level.

¢ Attach installation brackets to the underside of extension brackets
using the provided screws and nuts.

NOTE: Use the same screw holes on each extension bracket to ensure
brackets are projected an equal distance from the mounting surface.

3 Operate The Shade

Tassel Cord Length

The tassel cord length is usually %/5 the length of the

fully closed shade. To shorten the tassel cord, slide

the tassel up the cord revealing the knot. Make a Tassel
new knot below the tassel at the desired location.

Trim the excess cord below the knot. Slide the tassel

back down over the the knot.

Attaching Hold-Down Brackets

Hold-down brackets can only be used on
outside-mounted shades.

* Lower the shade and place the pins
from the hold-down brackets into the
bottom rail end caps.

* On the mounting surface, mark the
bracket hole locations.
¢ Check that the brackets are level and

attach them to the mounting surface
using two screws.

e Fully raise the shade.

¢ Unscrew the tab screw on each bracket to release

the headrail.

6 Care And Cleaning |

Honeycomb shades are made of an anti-static, dust-resistant fabric
which repels dirt and dust. For most honeycomb fabrics, the
following options are available if your shade needs cleaning.

Dusting
Regular light dusting with a feather duster is all the cleaning that is
needed in most circumstances.

Vacuuming

Use a hand-held vacuum with low suction for more S\
thorough dust removal.

Spot-Cleaning
* Prepare a solution of warm water and a mild detergent.
e Dampen a clean cloth in the solution and wring it out.

* Dab the spot with the dampened cloth until it is gone.
Do not rub the fabric.

¢ Allow the shade to dry in the completely lowered position.

CAUTION: Do not spot-clean Batiste, Opalessence™, or
Royale fabrics.
Deep Cleaning

¢ Immerse the shade in a basin or bathtub filled with a
mild detergent. Never immerse the headrail in the solution.

* Rinse with clean water.
* Fully raise the shade and tilt to eliminate excess water.

* Reinstall the damp shade, lower it, and let it dry completely.

CAUTION: Do not immerse opaque, Opalessence, Royale,
Architella™ Panache Eclipse™, or Commercial fabrics.

Ultrasonic Cleaning

Some honeycomb fabrics can be ultrasonically cleaned by
a professional.

¢ Specify that a mild detergent solution be used.
* Never immerse the headrail in the solution.
¢ Dry the shade completely in the lowered position.

CAUTION: Do not ultrasonically clean Architella Panache™,
Commercial, Opalessence, or opaque fabrics.

Injection/Extraction

Honeycomb shades can be professionally cleaned using the injection/
extraction method.

* A dry method of injection/extraction is required for Architella
Panache, Commercial, Opalessence, Panache, and opaque fabrics.

* If using injection/extraction for Batiste fabrics, specify that no
chemicals are used (water only).

¢ Never immerse the headrail in the solution.

e Move cribs, playpens and other furniture away
from cords and bead chains. Children can climb
furniture to get to cords.

Hunter Douglas provides cord cleats and we
recommend their use.

o\, o] | ! CordCleats. Attach two cord cleats 6" to 12" apart
at a height where they will be out of the reach of
children. Take into account that a child may stand on

oy furniture attempting to reach the cords. Be sure the
cleats are firmly secured. Once the cleats are attached,
wrap excess cord around them after each use of the shade.
